Changes to each train line

Liverpool and Inner West Line

This change is about trains on the Liverpool

and Inner West Line.

The trains on this line used to used to go from

Liverpool to the city through Bankstown.

The trains will now go through Regents Park

and Lidcombe to get to the city.




North Shore Line

This change is about trains on the North

Shore Line.

There are new metro trains that go between

Chatswood and Sydenham.

This makes it easier for people to get trains

between Chatswood and Sydney CBD.

There are also more trains between Berowra

aero"‘“a Homsb" and Hornsby.




New Lidcombe and Bankstown Line
